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Notice of Race

Rules
The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008.
The Yachting New Zealand Safety Regulations Part 1, shall apply.

The Organising Authority may require all participating boats to display the event sponsor’s
advertising in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20.3 (d) (i).

Changes to Racing Rules
The Racing Rules will be changed in accordance with rule 86 as follows:

For protests where only a Rule of Part 2 is alleged to have been broken an arbitration hearing may be
offered prior to any formal hearing.

Racing rules 35 and A4.2. Boats failing to finish within 20 minutes after the first boat sails the course
and finishes, will be scored “Did Not Finish”.

Eligibility and Entry
The regatta is open to all boats of the Sunburst class that comply with the class rules and are
currently registered with the New Zealand Sunburst Association.

Entries on the official entry form are to be lodged with the organizing authority by Friday 30th
November 2007, accompanied by a fee of $40.00 per boat.

Late entries, accompanied by an additional late entry fee of $20.00

To be eligible to compete in this event each entrant and crewmember shall be a financial member
of a club recognised by the entrant and crew member’s national authority.

Equipment and Measurement Checks

A boat or its equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and
sailing instructions.

Only one set of spars, sails and foils are permitted to be used during the series. Should any
alteration by way of change to spars, sails or foils be requested it must be authorised by the race
committee prior to the race(s) affected.

Substitution of competitors will not be allowed without prior approval of the race committee.
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5.0 Schedule of Events

5.1 Registration:

Saturday 08 December 2007, 930 Hours

53 Racing Schedule:
The scheduled time of the warning signal for Race 1 is 1055 hours on Saturday, December 8 2007
2 or more races may be scheduled per day, sailed back to back.
A total of 6 races are scheduled.

The prize-giving will take place as soon as practicable after the final race.

6.0  Sailing Instructions
The Sailing Instructions will be available at registration.

7.0  Racing Area
Races will be sailed in Pigeon Bay in an area deemed suitable on the day by the race officer.

8.0 Courses to be sailed

8.1 Courses will be set according to the prevailing conditions and will be of approximately 60 minutes
duration. They will include windward, leeward and reaching legs within the limitations of the
course area.

8.2 The Race Officer will indicate the course options at the briefings.

9.0 Scoring
9.1 Five races are required to be completed to constitute a series.
9.2 No score will be excluded until six races have been completed.

9.3 A handicap series will be run concurrently with the championship event. Handicaps will be
established at the discretion of the organising authority.

10.0 Prizes
The following prizes will be awarded:

South Island Championship Line Honours

South Island Handicap
The South Island Championship winner is ineligible to win the handicap section.

Best Presented Boat

Husband and Wife (or equivalent relationship)

Masters (Helmsperson over 50 years of age at date of registration)

Prizes will only be given in the four categories immediately above, if there are two or more
competitors in the category.
